Originality: All entries must be your original design.

Content: For 2026, we are trying a different artistic
approach for the banners by limiting the colour palette to
four colours. This modified palette is meant to encourage a
playful and imaginative interpretation of the theme:

Designs may be outlined in black, but black may not be
used as a background colour. Do not blend colours, use
shading techniques, or use blank/white space in your
design - the background cannot be left white.

Submission format: Your design must be submitted in
colour and must fit into a rectangle, measuring 8.5cm wide
by 14.7cm tall. This format is necessary to project your
design onto a street banner. If your design is chosen, we will
enlarge and outline your design on the street banner prior
to your painting session. Your design should be considered
finished artwork and coloured in the manner you intend to
paint the banner. Simple designs using bold, solid colours
are the most effective.

Submission details: Completed entry forms will be
accepted at the reception desks at Port Moody City Hall
(100 Newport Drive) or the Recreation Complex (300 loco
Road), the Finance drop box at the rear of City Hall (100
Newport Drive), or emailed to communityartscoordinator@
portmoody.ca. Design submissions become the property of
the City of Port Moody, and will not be returned.
